Reading for this Sunday:   
 

Gospel Reading: John 3:1-17 
Now there was a Pharisee named Nicodemus, a leader of the Jews. 2 He came to Jesus by 
night and said to him, ‘Rabbi, we know that you are a teacher who has come from God; for no 
one can do these signs that you do apart from the presence of God.’ 3 Jesus answered him, 
‘Very truly, I tell you, no one can see the kingdom of God without being born from 
above.’ 4 Nicodemus said to him, ‘How can anyone be born after having grown old? Can one 
enter a second time into the mother’s womb and be born?’ 5 Jesus answered, ‘Very truly, I tell 
you, no one can enter the kingdom of God without being born of water and Spirit. 6 What is 
born of the flesh is flesh, and what is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Do not be astonished that I 
said to you, “You must be born from above.” 8 The wind blows where it chooses, and you 
hear the sound of it, but you do not know where it comes from or where it goes. So it is with 
everyone who is born of the Spirit.’ 9 Nicodemus said to him, ‘How can these things 
be?’ 10 Jesus answered him, ‘Are you a teacher of Israel, and yet you do not understand 
these things? 
11 ‘Very truly, I tell you, we speak of what we know and testify to what we have seen; yet 
you do not receive our testimony. 12 If I have told you about earthly things and you do not 
believe, how can you believe if I tell you about heavenly things? 13 No one has ascended into 
heaven except the one who descended from heaven, the Son of Man. 14 And just as Moses 
lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, 15 that whoever 
believes in him may have eternal life. 16 ‘For God so loved the world that he gave his only 
Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life.

REFLECTION 
 

The Second Sunday of Lent 
John 3:1-17 

  
Today we have the first of four Sunday readings from John’s Gospel during Lent, 
where Jesus meets a leading figure among the Jewish people, a Pharisee named 
Nicodemus. Nicodemus who is unknown outside this Gospel appears twice more in 
John: the second time is at a sort of turning point in the narrative (7:50), where he 
represents a desire for fairness while arguing with his fellow leaders about Jesus, and 
finally when he brings spices to Jesus’ burial (19:39). 
  
In today’s passage there is some tricky theological stuff about being born again, born 
of water, born of Spirit, born from above which we can unpack another time (!!). But 
what strikes me about this is it calls to mind baptism. Baptism of course occurs at the 
beginning of Jesus ministry (Luke 3:21-22), but at the same time we know that 
Nicodemus will be present at the end of Jesus life when he brings the spices for 
anointing Jesus’ body. In this passage therefore, the beginning and ending of life is 
held in tension, as it is throughout Lent- we know that we are moving towards Good 
Friday and Jesus’ death on the cross, but also to his resurrection on Easter Day. Lent 
is about this cycle of death and rebirth, of shedding and letting the things that part us 
from God die; but it is also about us then taking up that which brings us closer to God, 
moving towards rebirth, to baptism, to resurrection and to the Good News of Easter 
that Jesus will rise and come again.
